Weather Summary/Alert:

Cloudy weather with light rainfall may prevail in the upcoming 5 days with maximum temp of 30-32°C
and minimum temperature of 23-24°C.

General Advisory:

In view of light rain forecast farmers are advised to protect the paddy crop from leaf folder by spraying
cartap hydrochloride @ 2 g./L of water.

SMS Advisory:

As there is possibility of bud initiation in redgram control the pests in egg stage by spraying neem oil @
5 ml. + 1 g. surfactant /L of water.

RICE

• The present weather conditions are favourable for stem borer and leaf folder in
paddy. To control spray Chloripyriphos @ 2.5 ml (or) Cartaphydrochloride @ 2 g/L
of water. • Farmers who are taking up paddy nurseries are advised to select blast
resistant varieties like NLR-34449, NLR-33541 and follow seed treatment. • The
present weather is favourable for stem borer in paddy nurseries. To control apply
carbofuron 3G granules @ 160 g./cent nursery. • To control Stem rot spray
hexaconazole 2 ml. or propiconazole 1.0 ml/L of water.

GROUNDNUT

• Farmers who are taking harvesting of groundnut are advised to dry the pods under
sun until the moisture content is 9%. Harvested produce should be stored in gunny
bags which are treated with malathion @ 5-10 ml/lt. of water and dried under sun. •
The present weather conditions are favourable for Leaf spot in groundnut. To control
spray hexaconazole 2 ml/L of water twice at an interval of 15 days.

PIGEON PEA
(RED
GRAM/ARHAR)

• The present weather conditions are favorable for Maruca spotted pod borer in red
gram short duration and local varieties where the bud is initiated. Control by spraying
chloripyriphos @ 2. 5 ml. + DDVP @ 1 ml./L of water.

Crop(Varieties) Crop Specific Advisory

MAIZE
• October 15 to November 15 is the optimum time for sowing rabi maize. Seed
treatment is compulsory. Spray atrazin @ 800 g in light soils or 1200 g in heavy soils
per acre by mixing in 200 L of water.

FINGER
MILLET

• The present weather conditions are favourable for blast in ragi. To control spray
tricyclozole 0.5 ml/L of water.

BLACK GRAM
• The present weather conditions are favourable for Leaf spot and powdery mildew in
blackgram. To control spray mancozeb @ 2.5 g or chlorothalonil @ 2g or
carbendizem @ 1 g or thiophenate methyl @ 1 g./L of water.

TOMATO To control Early blight disease in tomato spray mancozeb or chlorothalonil @ 2 g. or
propiconazole 1 ml./L of water twice or thrice at 15 days interval.

TOMATO
As there is light to moderate incidence of pin worm in tomato, to control arrange
pheromone traps @ 10/acre. If the larval attack is more spray korajen @ 0.4 ml./L of
water.

Horticulture Specific Advisory:

BRINJAL
The present weather conditions are favourable for Leaf eating caterpillars in
vegetable crops. To control spray quinolphos 2 ml. or chloripyriphos 2.5 ml. /L
of water.

CHILLI
The present weather conditions are favourable for damping of in chilli
nurseries. To control spray copper oxychloride @ 3 g. or 1% Bordeaux
mixture.
