RICE @ 1 ml (or) tebuconazole @ 1.5 ml./L of water.
FODDER * Cultivation of Fodder jowar, maize and bajra where irrigation water is available and
MAIZE should harvest after 45-50 days for fodder to cattle.

integrated and concentrated feed in equal ratio for increasing potassium and sodium levels.
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
